Model Me Kids presents “Children With Autism: One Teacher’s Experience,” an online documentary about a classroom of children with autism at the Kennedy Krieger Institute’s Lower/Middle School in Baltimore, Maryland. The children are observed interacting with one another and with their teacher, and being interviewed. The children share in their own words their perspectives about autism.
